201 Sharpe Hill Vineyards, Pomfret , CT       $24 
 A barrel fermented Chardonnay with a delicately balanced bouquet of fruit  

and oak. This wine is both well structured and well -balanced . 

 

202 Louis Jadot, Pouill y Fuisse, France       $40 
 Tropical, fruity nose with  a nice mid -palate richness , a good fruit concentration ,  

excellent  acidity, and a clean finish.  

  

203 Rodney Strong, Sonoma         $30 
 This is a pretty wine from start to rich and long finish. The bou quet, floral and  

  bright, is a pleasant balance of oak to fruit. Peach and citrus notes mingle nicely  

 with light spice and vanilla aromas.  

 

               204 Chablis, Yonne Burgundy, France       $37 
 Dry, steely and crisp with mineral notes and a del icate use oak.  Finely made  

 and balanced allowing the flavors of C hardonnay grape to shine through.   

  

205 Souverain, Alexander Valley                 $30 

 A delicious, and bright acidic flavor, combined with pear and spiced apple.  

  Smooth, spicy, and ripe with pear and a hint of pineapple, harmonious in the  

way it folds it õs sweet oak, vanilla and fruit together.  

 

207 R.H. Phillips Toasted Head, California      $39 
 Bright tangerine and pear fruit aromas are highlighted by clove and nutmeg in  

 this mouth-watering, estate bottled Chardonnay. This medium -bodied wine is  

 aged in French and American oak, has a crisp acidity, a creamy texture and a  

long finish, with pear and toasty butterscotch oak flavors.  

 
              208  Chateau St. Michelle, India n Wells Vineyard,  

   Columbia Valley,          $39 
  Pushy oak notes and a surprisingly tangy note that hints at mint override the  

  simple, ripe but never especially concentrated or well -focused fruit in this wine.

  An exceptional f ull bodied wine with lots of green apple and crisp acid to balance  

  off the vanilla and butter on the palate. Try this perfectly balanced Chardonnay with  

  some Seared Salmon or Grilled Sea Scallops.  

 

 210  Jonathan Edwards, North Stonington, Connecticut    $37 
 Bright notes of pear, white peach, and nectarine  and Crenshaw melon are framed by a hint 

of mineral toast and vanilla bean.

Once 

sipped, there are soft, textured flavors of lemon zest, tangy green apple, pink grapefruit
